	Competition shall be confined to members of Police Sport UK affiliated clubs who have been sworn in as paid constables, paid police support staff, paid cadets, retired police officers or retired members of police support staff, as defined in Rule 39 of the Police Sport UK Constitution.  Non police family can take part in the Championships as crew.


	4.2
	All craft entered in the Metropolitan Police Dinghy Sailing Championships shall be mono-hull dinghies or two man keel boats having an overall length not exceeding 22 feet and have a recognised Portsmouth Yardstick.

	All competitors must have completed an entry form for the event and paid the required fee before the preparatory signal for the first race of the series.
